$45/term ($40/2nd child, $35/3rd child)
Fees must be paid by week 3 of the term.

Supervision:

Children are supervised between the hours of
8:45am and 12:45pm. During these hours,
which include a lunch break, school staff
supervise your child. Every effort is made to
ensure that children receive the best care and
attention. No supervision is provided before
8:45am or after 12:45pm. Therefore, parents
must ensure that children do not arrive before
8:45am and that they leave before 12:45pm.
The school cannot accept responsibility for
supervision outside these hours.

Early Dismissal:
No early dismissal will be allowed.

Attendance:

Children should only be absent from school in
the case of a sickness or other medical
reasons and in urgent unavoidable situations.
Regular school attendance is essential for
good school achievement: a) A note is
required when a student is absent. b) In cases
of unavoidable, prolonged absence, please
contact the school. ¢) If a prolonged absence
is planned and cannot be averted, please
contact the school in advance

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Discipline:

In order for effective learning to occur, good
discipline within the classroom and throughout
the entire school environment is very
important.

Each Saturday morning 9:00am - 9:10am we
have a school assembly where we sing the
school song and share information.
